OUR LADY OF RANSOM 
18th August 2024      TwenƟeth Sunday of the Year                     Psalter Week 4   

“I quite like your Catholicism; your hymns; even some of your prayers, but what I cannot understand 
is your Eucharist, your Holy Communion, that you actually believe it’s the real Body of Christ, I  just 
can’t hack that…” so said a religious lady to me.  

A lovely person, but she didn’t seem to have eyes to see, nor a mind or heart that can see beyond 
the physical or immediate. Logic dictated. As it does with so many. Many of the Jewish people in 
Jesus’ day used logic, didn’t get it, so they walked away. Our Lord is clearly inviƟng us to see beyond 
that which is immediately present, to go beyond logic, to sense his Real Presence in receiving him in 
Holy Communion, the Bread of Life. For those who ‘get’ real presence, nothing can, or ever will ever 
replace it. We need to be “really present – fully present” to begin to appreciate Real Presence. 

For those who have a genuine interest in the Holy Scriptures; the word used for ‘eat’ in this passage 
is the word trogein which means to gnaw, chew, like an animal. Why didn’t Jesus use the word forein 
– the normal word for ‘eaƟng a meal’? What point was Jesus trying to make? 

Approximately three quarters of Catholics do not believe in the Real Presence. Atheists ridicule it 
publicly. Yet, Real Presence is the very touchstone of our orthodoxy. We cannot afford to lose it. We 
stand on the shoulders of our ancestors who believed and tried to live it out. They were not stupid. 
More stupid, it seems, are those today who arrogantly think they know beƩer. So many distracƟons 
diverƟng us from these basic truths. And people stay with these distracƟons. So sad. 

‘Eat my Body, drink my Blood’. Jesus didn’t say to argue over it, or intellectualise on it. But we did. 
LiƩle wonder we now have over 30,000 different ChrisƟan denominaƟons. We tried to be clever. He 
simply said eat and drink. If only people listened to Jesus. We’d have much greater unity -
everywhere. When we do listen, and we get who this Jesus really is, the divine Son of God, and we 
can be really/ fully present to the Real Presence, then Real Presence begins to make sense, not to 
our logic, but to our souls, to that place far deeper within ourselves. Our whole faith journey begins 
to make sense. Can we be Real Presence to the Real Presence?
