OUR LADY OF RANSOM

She hated the faith. Brought up wealthy, she saw how religion seemed to create stuffy, rigid socialites. She hated her
background, wanting to be free from this stifling atmosphere. So, it was in the early twentieth century. She decided to
totally defy her family values and stuffy wealthy ways — she got herself pregnant out of wedlock. Apparently, all to
shock family and contemporaries — she would then give birth and then offer the baby up for adoption. After the birth,
the authorities came to remove the child as previously agreed. But a sudden change of heart gripped her. The baby
had such a profound spiritual effect on her, as she gazed into the baby’s eyes, she could not help but want to keep the
baby. When asked about her sudden change of heart, and newfound faith, she commented on how she needed
someone to thank for this exquisite little miracle. She could only thank... God.

Dorothy Day went on to found the Catholic Workers Movement in the USA, for poor workers. She experienced God'’s
powerful transformation at first hand. Why?

Because she needed someone to thank. So, her powerful transformation of heart.

About fifty years ago, our social conscience seemed to change; instead of being thankful, the social conscience moved
to rights and entitlements, what ‘I’ have a right to, that which ‘I’ have earned and deserve ‘- all which needs defending.
Now ‘I’ became the centre of the universe, people became so self-absorbed, little wonder our society seems to be
breaking up with many becoming so individualistic and self-centered.

Fifty plus years ago, the need for God in our lives seemed to diminish, people thought they knew better, (and still do),
so, for them, there is no Reign of God, no bigger picture, nothing is holding everything and everyone together. So, for
so many, there was no God to help. People started to become the centre of their own universes, self-centered and
individualistic. Why wouldn’t they? Social conscience therefore largely diminished with all this. Has much changed for
the better since then? Basically, we became less thankful and more entitled. It seems that one leper with Jesus wasn’t
that way.

Only one of the ten lepers (the Samaritan) stopped to thank Our Lord after being healed. His gratitude was a double
whammy! Such humility. Did the other nine feel it was their ‘right’ to be healed? Maybe they felt they had some
“healing entitlement” Could this have stopped them expressing gratitude? And that Samaritan who did thank Jesus
was from a different, despised religion, hence the double-whammy.

Do we want to be ‘right’ or ‘joyful’? Many today, it appears, would rather be right, so joy and thankfulness are lost to
a society of fear and litigiousness — people always fighting each other. To retrieve this former joy, we need a radical
change in consciousness, back to gratitude, where we re-appreciate everything is gift, where the glass is half full - an
attitude of gratitude. All healthy, life-
giving, good religion will enable this. It’s
all about humility. Does ‘entitlement’
rule our lives? Or can we; do we, thank
‘someone’, even for the smallest gifts?
